-Istanbul’a gelen vazgecilmeden kadinlar yiikseltmek

-Istanbul’a gelen muhacir ve gazilere yardim etmek

-Hastalar1 ziyaret ederek ihtiyaclarini temin etmeyi

-Asker aileleri ve sehit ¢ocuklarina yardim etmeyi ve onlara maddi manevi destek olmaktir.

Gorevleri yukarida bahsedilen cemiyetler 1. Diinya Savasi boyunca aktif bir sekilde
caligmislar gazilere hastalara sehit yakinlarina kadin ve ¢ocuklara yardime1 olmuslardir. Savas
esnasinda seferberlik ilan edildigi i¢in iilkenin neredeyse tiim erkekleri cephelere 6zellikle
(Canakkale Cephesi’ne sevk edilmistir. Bundan dolay: Tiirk kadini sosyal hayatta daha fazla
sorumluluk almis ve 6n plana ¢ikmistir. Savas gerisinde faaliyet gdsteren bu cemiyetlerde
cogunlukla kadinlar gorev almistir.

Yukarida bahsedilen cemiyetlerden en &nemlisi de Istihlak-1 Milli Kadinlar
Cemiyeti’dir. Melek Hanim’1n dnciiliiglinde kurulan bu cemiyet yerli iiretimi arttirmay1
amaclamis ve Miisliiman kadinlara terziligi 6gretmistir. Diger bir 6nemli cemiyet ise Asker
Ailelerine Yardime1 Hanimlar Cemiyeti’dir. Enver Pasa’nin esi Naciye Sultan’in himayesinde
kurulan bu cemiyetin amaci askerlerin ihtiyaclarini karsilamak sehit ve gazi ailelerine yardim
etmektir. Tiirk Kadinlar1 Bigki Yurdu Cemiyeti ise Behire Hakki Hanim’in Onciiliigiinde
kurulan diger 6nemli bir cemiyettir. Tiirk kizlarina bicki-dikis kursu verilmis daha sonra
kadinlarin kendi ayaklar1 tizerinde durmasini saglamay1 amaglamaistir.

Sonug olarak I. Diinya Savasi sirasinda erkeklerin sosyal hayattan ¢ekilmesiyle olusan
boslugu Tiirk kadin1 layikiyla doldurmus ve Mustafa Kemal Atatiirk’iin 6nderliginde
Cumbhuriyet yillarinda daha da ilerleyen kadinlar1 6zgilirlesme hareketinin temellerini atmastir.

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CHARITIES AND THE WOMEN DURING WW1

After the declaration of mobilisation for World War 1 , Turkish nation worked in unison to
support the soldiers in Gallipoli Campaign. They founded some charities whose aims were:

-To help the fighting soldiers in the front ,the wounded, the patients, the forlorn, the
dependents, the soldiers’ families, the immigrants and the prisoners of war since its
foundation.

-To help wounded soldiers who are illiterate write letters to their families.

-To provide the development of tailorship among the poor ladies and help them stand on their
feet financially.

-To improve women without abandoning the national traditions.

-To help veterans and immigrants who came to Istanbul.

-To provide essentials for the patients.

-To help and support soldier families and orphans of war financially/morally.

Charities whose tasks mentioned above functioned during WW1 and they helped veterans,
patients, martyr relatives, women and kids. During the war, because of the announcement of
mobilisation, all the men in the country were sent to the frontline especially to Gallipoli.
Therefore, Turkish women took much more responsibilities. Mostly the women took part in
these charities which played an active role behind the frontline.

One of the most important charities during the war, Istihlak-1 Milli Kadinlar Cemiyeti, was
founded by Melek Hanim and it aimed to increase local production and teach tailorship to the
Muslim ladies. Another important one is Asker Ailelerine Yardimc1 Hanimlar Cemiyeti
(Women Charity for Helping The Families of Soldiers).Founded by Naciye Sultan, the wife of
Enver Pasha, this charity aimed to provide essentials for soldiers and help the families of
veterans and fallen soldiers. Founded by Behire Hakki Hanim, Tiirk Kadinlar1 Bigki Yurdu
Dernegi (Turkish Women Tailorship Charity) gave Turkish girls sewing courses

Finally, as it is clearly understood, Turkish women filled the gap in society where almost all
men were conscripted by the army during the WW 1. This period is also a starting point for the
emancipation of Turkish women, who then gained a broader position in society in modern
Turkey with the help of Mustafa Kemal’s revolutions.

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TURK KADINI’NIN ONEMi

Tiirk kadini, Canakkale Savas’1 siirecinde; cephede erkekle omuz omuza diismana karsi
savasirken cephe gerisinde de ¢esitli faaliyetleri ile ulusa destek vermistir. Saglik
hizmetlerinin saglanmasinda, askerler i¢in kilik kiyafet ihtiyacinin karsilanmasinda,
cemiyetler vasitasiyla yardim toplanmasinda ve kamuoyu olusumunda Tiirk kadin1 6nemli
hizmetlerde bulunmustur. Tiirk kadininin Canakkale Savasi’nda gosterdigi her alanda ki azmi
Milli Miicadele (Yeni Tiirkiye nin bagimsizligini yeni kazanmasi, 1919-1922) siirecinde daha
aktif rol {istlenmesine zemin hazirlanistir. Diger yandan Avustralyali ve Ingiliz askerlerinin
anilarinda ve savas kayitlarinda 6zellikle keskin nisanci olarak ¢arpisan Tiirk kadinlarindan
bahsedilmektedir.

Canakkale Savasi’nda Tiirk kadini, saglik, egitim, yardim faaliyetleri ¢cercevesinde
cephede savasan Mehmetcige maddi ve manevi olarak destek olmustur. Ozellikle Balkan
Harbi’nden itibaren cephede savasan askerimize ve geride kalan yetimlere yardim etme
amagh bir¢ok dernek kurmustur. 1912°de kurulan Hilal-i Ahmer Hanimlar Merkezi’nde
toplanan yardimlar cepheyeulastirilmig, burada ki hanimlar goniillii hemsire ve hastabakici
olarak calismiglardir. Hilal-i Ahmer Cemiyeti Hanimlar Merkezi’nin Canakkale Savasi
sirasinda en biiyiik ve en kapsamli yardim faaliyeti, askerler i¢in gerekli olan giyim
malzemelerini temininde olmustur. Ozellikle Canakkale Savasi esnasinda, milyonlarca
camagir ve yatak takimi levazimi hazirlamis, ordu i¢in binlerce ¢orap, eldiven, boyun atkisi
oriilmiistiir. Ug ay zarfinda bircok ¢amasirlar, avcr yelekleri kisa bir zamanda hazirlanmustir.

Bir¢ok kadinimiz da cephe hattinda sahra hastanelerinde hemsire ve hastabakici olarak
gorev almistir. Bunlarin Alman, Yahudi ve Rum hanimlarimizin da bulunmasi dikkat
cekicidir.

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THE IMPORTANCE OF TURKISH WOMEN DURING THE WW1

During the Gallipoli Campaign, Turkish women did not only fight side by side with
the men but also supported the nation by actively participating in various charities behind the
front lines.

Turkish women served actively in

e supplying clothes for the soldiers
e collecting money via charities
¢ informing the public correctly about the recent news

The responsibility that the Turkish women shouldered during the Gallipoli Campaign
helped her become more active during the National Independence Movement (1919-1922),
the period when Turkey re-gained its independence. Apart from these, Australian and New
Zealander (ANZAC) soldiers in their letters and memoirs reported that there were Turkish
women fighting, especially as snipers, against them in Gallipoli.

Turkish women supported the Mehmets (the nickname for Turkish soldiers) in terms
of health, education and charity. Especially after the Balkan Wars, she founded many charities
to help the orphans of war. For example, the aids that were collected in Red Crescent
Fraternity were both sent to the frontline and to the families of soldiers. The ladies in this
fraternity worked as voluntary nurses and caretakers. The most extensive charity organized by
the Red Crescent Fraternity during Gallipoli Campaign was in supplying clothing for the
soldiers in the frontlines. Millions of sets of clothing and bed sheets, were prepared and
thousands of scarves and pairs of socks and gloves were woven. Surprisingly, all of this
equipment was prepared in three months time.

Last but not least, many of these ladies worked in the field hospitals just behind the frontline
under great danger. It is very important to note that these volunteer ladies were not only the
Muslim Turks. There were German, Jewish an Anatolian Greek nurses who worked
courageously during the war.

Savasta bireysel ve
grup olarak cephe gerisinde rol alan bir¢ok kadin vardi. Sayili ve yetersiz kaynaklar olmasina
ragmen giiniimiize ulasan isimler ve hikayeleri mevcut. Kimisi asker esi veya kizi kimisi
koyli ya da aydin. Kimi vefakar kadin ise cephe gerisinde besikteki bebegini ardinda birakip
cepheye silah tasidi. Her birinin yitirdigi bebegi, kardesi, kocas1 vardi. Yikilan hayaller, solan
hayatlar ama bunlarin da iistiinde en 6nemlisi vatan vardi. Onlar hatirlanmak i¢in canlarini
ortaya koymadi, onlar her en saf ve en gii¢lii duygulariyla basladilar bu kutsal goreve...

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CANAKKALE MUHAREBELERINDE CEPHEDE VE CEPHE DISINDA SAGLIK
HiZMETLERI

GeliboluYarimadasi’nda yer alan Seddiilbahir ve Ariburnu, Anafartalar, Suvla
merkezli yonetilen muharebelerde, sicak harp kadar, hastane hizmetleri gibi pek ¢ok saglik
hizmetinin nasil yiiriitiildiigliniin bilinmesinin gerekliligi ortadadir.

Birinci Diinya Savasi cepheleri igerisinde Canakkale Cephesi’nden kisa siiren ve
biiylik kazanclar elde edilen cephe olmasi arzu edildi. Giiglerin beklentileri, savasin daha fazla
uzamasindan ve daha fazla kayiptan bagka bir getirisi olmadi.

Muharebelerinin  ¢ok uzun siirmesi nedeniyle sehit ve yarali sayis1 ¢oktu.
Yaralanmalarin yaninda bitlenme, sitma, kolera, dizanteri, para tifo, tifiis, sarilik, iltihap,
iskorbiit vb. problemlerde her an mevcuttu. Savas ortamindan dolayr uykusuzluk, bitkinlik,
diizensiz nabiz atislari, sagirlik, halsizlik gibi normal kabul edilen durumlar da her an
mevcuttu.

5.0rdu’nun hastanelerin agirlik merkezi Istanbul’daydi. Hasta ve yarallarin siirekli
Istanbul’a tahliyesi sebebiyle, Istanbul hastaneleri tamamen doldugu zamanlarda sehrin
muhtelif yerlerinde Ordu ve Kizilay yardimi ile Balkan Savaglari’nda oldugu gibi resmi ve
ozel okul, resmi kurum ve binalar hastane haline sokulmustur. Ogrencileri cephelere sevk
edilen Giilhane ile Tip Fakiiltesi, egitim caligmalarini kisarak birer yardimci harp hastanesi
olmuslardir. Tiim Dogu Trakya’ya ilave olarak izmit, Eskisehir ve Konya’ya kadar uzanan
yurtici saglik kurullariyla birlikte, Istanbul Komutanligi Bashekimligi’ne bagl olarak faaliyet
yiritilmistir.

Yaral1 ve hasta naklinde, teskerelerden baslayarak her tiirlii kara ve deniz araglarindan

azami derecede yararlanilmistir.

Istihlak-i Milli Kadinlar Cemiyeti, Kizilay Cemiyeti, Tiirk Ocaklar1 Cemiyeti ve
Donanma Cemiyeti gibi hayir kurumlar1 goniilliileri, gayrimiislim vatandaslardan rahibe
ogretmenler ve rahibe hastabakicilar ¢alismislardir. Ayrica askeri ve sivil {ist diizey sahislarin
esleri de goniillii hasta bakicilik yapmiglardir.

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MEDICAL SERVICES IN AND BEHIND THE TRENCHES IN GALLIPOLI
CAMPAIGN

In addition to knowing the details of the war which took place on Gallipoli Peninsula, it is
important to focus on how medical services were carried out during the Gallipoli Campaign,
which was one of the deadliest scenes of WW 1. Compared to other fronts, Gallipoli
Campaign was initially hoped to be shorter and more fruitful for Allied Forces, such as
England and France; but their expectations failed because they faced a fierce resistance from
the Turkish side and that resulted in more casualties and a longer war.

Together with injuries, sicknesses such as typhus, hepatitis, scurry, lice and cholera, caused
some minor problems for the Turkish army. In addition to that, insomnia, deafness and
exhaustion were regarded as normal due to the state of war.

During the nine months of war in Gallipoli, there were 110.220 wounded and 70.939 sick
were dispatched from the Turkish army. Luckily, no major illnesses caused big problem for
the Turkish army which was stuck in a very limited area. During this period, 48.268 sick and
22.619 wounded soldiers were treated.

The hospital centre for Gallipoli Campaign was in Istanbul. The high number of wounded
soldiers filled up all the hospitals in Istanbul. For that reason, many schools and public
buildings were turned into temporary hospitals. Besides, izmit, Eskisehir, Konya and many
cities in Eastern Thrace received wounded soldiers from Canakkale. Ships, ferries, trucks and
trains were used to transport these soldiers to the cities with hospitals. In hospitals, many
women from different charities, students, non-Muslim teachers and Christian nuns worked
voluntarily.

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CANAKKALE SAVASINDA SAGLIK HIZMETLERI

Birinci Diinya Savasi sirasinda Canakkale Bogaz1 Miittefik devletler i¢in biiylik bir 6nem arz
etmekteydi ¢iinkii Rusya doguda sikismis ve miittefikleri Ingiltere ve Fransa’dan yardim
beklemekteydi. Rusya’nin kuzey deniz koridorunu kapatan Almanya’nin denizlerdeki giiglii
konumu nedeniyle tek yol, zayif Tiirkiye nin elinde olan bogazlari ele gecirmekti. Bu sayede
hem miittefikler arasinda baglant1 kurulacak, hem de Tiirkiye savas dis1 birakilarak Almanya
yalnizlastirilacakti. Goriildiigii izere Canakkale Muharebeleri, tarihi olarak yalnizca Tiirkiye
acisindan degil, kiiresel boyutta sosyal, ekonomik, askeri ve kiiltiirel gelismeleri tetikleyen
onemli bir olay olmustur. Boyle biiyiik olayin her boyutunun ayr1 ayri ele alinmasi son derece
onemlidir. Bu makalede Canakkale Savaslarinin saglik boyutunu ele almaya ¢alisacagiz.

Mubharebeler baglamadan 6nce Agustos 1914°te Menzil Genel Miifettisligi isminde bir teskilat
kurulmus; ve boylece savas esnasinda ordu igindeki koordinasyonu, saglik hizmetleri
verilmesini ve yiyecek ve erzak dagitimini saglamak amag¢lanmistir. Tiirkiye Birinci Diinya
Savasina girdiginde saglik kurumlar1 agirlikli olarak Istanbul’da bulunmaktaydi. Haydarpasa,
Maltepe, Y1ldiz ve Giilhane Hastanelerine ek olarak izmit, Eskisehir ve Konya hastaneleri de
savas sirasinda yaralilara hizmet etmistir. Canakkale Muharebeleri esnasinda yaralanan ve
hastalanan askerler ilk tedavilerinin sahra hastanelerinde yapilmasinin ardindan gemi, vapur
ve trenlerle bu illerdeki hastanelerde sevk edilmislerdir. Personel, malzeme ve yatak
sikintisinin yani sira ciddi boyutlarda olmasa da salgin hastaliklar ve bitlenme hastanelerin en
onemli problemleriydi. Canakkale’de miicadele eden 5. Tiirk Ordusu birlikleri Anadolu ve
Rumeli bélgelerinin i¢ bdlgelerle baglantisini saglamak icin ikmal kollar1 olusturmus, Istanbul
ve yurdun ¢esitli yerlerinden gelen malzemeleri bolgedeki hastanelere ulastirmay1
amaglamstir.

Savas esnasinda bir¢ok goniillii doktor ve hemsire diger illerdeki hastanelerde ve Gelibolu’da
biiyiik bir dzveriyle ¢alismislardir. Bunun yani sira Istanbul Dariilfiinun hocalar1 ve
ogrencileri Canakkale Savasina sevk edilmisler ve burada gerek hastanelerde gerekse cephede
miicadele gostermislerdir. O donem Tiirkiye’sinin en prestijli tip fakiiltesi olma 6zelligine
sahip Dariilfiinun basta 4. Sinif 6grencilerini savasa gondermis, savas uzayinca da 3., 2. ve 1.
smiflar da askere alinmislardir. Bundan dolay1 okul 1915 yilinda egitime ara vermis ve agir
yaralilar (mecruhin) hastanesi olarak hizmet vermistir. Canakkale Savaginin sona ermesi ile
okul tekrar agilmak istenmis fakat savasa gonderilen 6gretmen ve 6grencilerin cogunun sehit
olmasi lizerine biiylik sikintilar ¢ekilmistir. Ayn1 zamanda yeni 6grenci almak zorunda olan
Dartilfiinun, lise mezunlarinin askere gonderilmesinden dolay1 kaydedecek 6grenci
bulamamis ve bu ylizden devlet Dariilflinun i¢in sadece 1915 yilina mahsus bir kanun
cikarmistir. Bu kanuna gore okul o yil yas sinir1 ve lise diplomasina bakilmaksizin 6grenci
alacaktir. Aradaki kayip yili telafi etmek i¢in ise egitim donemi tiim y1l devam edecek ve
ogrenciler hizlandirilmis egitim goreceklerdir.

Sonug olarak Canakkale Savasi’nda saglik islerinde herhangi bir aksaklik goriilmemistir. Tlk
giinlerde saglik personeli yetersizliginden sikayet edilmis ise de bu konu kisa bir siire
icerisinde ¢oziimlenmistir. 8,5 ay siiren muharebeler boyunca, saglik kuruluslarinin 6zverili

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caligmasi ile cephede onemli bir bulasici hastalik meydana gelmemistir. Bu siire zarfinda
cepheden 110.220 yarali, 70.939 hasta hastanelere sevk edilmistir. Hastalarda %11.6
yaralilarda ise %2.7 gibi diisiik bir 6liim oraniyla neredeyse bir mucize gergeklestirilmistir.

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SANITARY SERVICES DURING GALIPOLI CAMPAIGN

During the WW1, Dardanelles was of great importance for the Allied Forces because Russia
was stuck in the east and waiting for aid from her allies, Russia and France. As the strong
German fleet closed the northern passage towards Russia, Dardanelles, which was in the
hands of weak Turkey, was left as the only option for the Allied Forces. In this way, they
would be able to make way to their allies and also isolate Germany by pushing Turkey out of
the war. As can be seen, Gallipoli Campaign (Canakkale Wars) not only affected the destiny
of Turkey but also became an important event triggering cultural, historical, military and
economic dimensions in global scale.

It is important to handle this big event in all aspects one of which is sanitary services provided
during Gallipoli Campaign. Before the war in August, 1914 an organisation called General
Inspectorship of Menzil (Menzil Genel Miifettisligi) was formed in order to ensure the
coordination within the army, sanitary services and the distribution of food and goods. When
Turkey entered WW 1, the majority of its health institutes were gathered in Istanbul.
Alongside Haydarpasa, Maltepe, Y1ldiz and Giilhane Hospitals in Istanbul, city hospitals of
Izmit, Eskisehir and Konya served during the war. Soldiers who were wounded during the
combats received their first aid treatments in field hospitals behind the frontlines and were
sent to these city hospitals with ferries, ships and trains. Alongside with the lack of personnel,
goods and beds, epidemics and lice, though not very serious, were the problems faced in these
hospitals.

During the war, many volunteer doctors and nurses worked in hospitals in the Gallipoli region
and in other cities. Besides, the professors and the pupils of Dariilfiinun (School of Medicine)
were sent to Gallipoli to work in field hospitals and to fight in the frontline. Being the most
prestigious school of medicine at that time, Dariilfiinun, in the first, sent his 4t grade students
to the Gallipoli and as the war got longer, 3", 2" and 1% grades were enlisted to be sent to the
frontline. Because of this reason, education at school was interrupted in 1915 and the building
was converted into a Mecruhin (heavily-wounded) hospital. At the end of the Gallipoli
Campaign, the authorities let the school start; however, there had been difficulties since many
professors and students did not come back from war. Moreover, the school had to register new
students but all the high school graduates had already been sent to different frontlines to fight
for their homeland. So, the government released a special decree for Dariilfiinun which
allowed the institution to register students without looking at their diploma or age. In order to
make up for the lost year, education at school will continue in an accelerated way through the
whole year without any holiday breaks.

Consequently, there hadn’t been a significant problem in providing health services to the
soldiers. In the beginning, there had been a lack of personnel but later this issue was solved in
a short period of time. During eight and half month at war, there was no significant epidemics
case in the frontline and 110.220 wounded, 70.939 sick soldiers were transferred to hospitals
at that period of time. There occurred a miracle with 11.6 % death rate among the sick and 2.7
% among the wounded despite limited sources of the country.
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
